Belova Oksana. Embodiment and embodied cognition: experience of study and prospects

The article reveals the results of the theoretical and methodological analysis and approaches to the study of the embodiment
phenomenon. The analysis of numerous studies leads to the realization that the concept of embodiment is based on such a term
as “embodied cognition” or “embodied mind”. The author analyzes these concepts in a number of studies by foreign scholars in
the field of cognitive sciences. As a result of the analysis of psychological studies of this construct in the Ukrainian psychological
and psychotherapeutic literature, the insufficient representation of its study is established.

Approaches to the analysis of the embodiment gap are analyzed. It is noted that despite the existence of a number of studies that have
a tradition of studying the embodiment in terms of human subordination to the central nervous system, the embodiment is not limited to
one-way body-mind connections, but is an interconnected process of interaction of the body with the psyche and the psyche with the body.
Embodiment concerns not only mental processes, but also the sensorimotor experience of people, their abilities.

In addition, the author writes that embodiment is manifested through the integration of sensory and motor processes in the formation
of cognition, and also suggests that cognitive processes often include the modeling of sensorimotor experiences in the mind, emphasizes
the situational nature of cognition, that is, cognitive processes are shaped by the specific contexts and environments in which they occur.

In general, an attempt to interpret the “embodiment of cognition” is to define this phenomenon as a process of understanding ideas
and the connections between them. As a result of this interpretation, it was found that the embodiment of cognition refers not only to mental
processes, but also to the sensorimotor experience of people and their abilities. The structure of the body and its movements, posture,
and breathing determine the way we think, feel, act, and achieve. Body and brain are one. Being connected, they influence each other.

The body does not forget anything. In the absence of discharge of traumatic energy, the traumatic situation remains relevant for
the body. To release this energy, you need to learn to feel inseparable from the body and trust it. The main method of discharge and therapy
is in specially created conditions that allow the body to independently determine an adequate way out of the situation.

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Eating disorders are an important object of study by both psychologists and medical specialists. Eating disorders are characterized
by severe psychological and secondary somatic disorders, as well as high mortality. The study of the possible causes of eating disorders
is a relevant direction in modern research. Data from these studies can be used to clarify pathogenetic mechanisms, in psychotherapy
and psychological counseling. In our opinion, the most relevant is the division of eating behavior into adaptive and maladaptive, i.e., that
promotes or hinders the adaptation processes of the body and personality. The existing problems of classifying the types of eating behavior
in normal and pathological conditions are largely explained by the dominance of the practice of dividing “healthy” eating behavior into
three types — emociogenic, external and restrictive, and clinical — mainly into anorexia and bulimia. The analysis of research results
allows to confirm the thesis that eating disorders are associated with various mental and somatic disorders. The nutritional behavior
of women arises in ontogenesis as a complex interfunctional psychological system and is regulated by the contradictory unity of natural
needs and cultural forms of their satisfaction. In our study, we studied the eating behavior of the respondents, subjective assessment
of stress, analyzed the relationship between eating behavior, subjective assessment of stress and coping strategies. The study found that
women who perceive a stressful situation negatively tend to blame themselves, were dissatisfied with themselves and their behavior in
a stressful situation, attribute negative qualities to themselves, and at the same time have a higher tendency to eating disorders. Likewise,
the stronger a woman's emotogenic type of eating behavior is expressed, the more often she uses the escape-avoidance strategy, overeats
more often and feels the desire to eat sweets more than usual.

A more detailed and differentiated consid-
eration of the problem of eating behavior by expanding
the existing classification, taking into account the fact
that the factor of individual differences is an important
aspect of eating behavior, seems promising. The analysis
of the results of published studies allows us to confirm
the thesis that eating disorders are associated with various
mental and somatic disorders. Maladaptive types of eating
behavior are a factor in the development of various pathol-
ogies, the main (and most studied) of which is a group
of metabolic disorders, and, first of all, obesity. The most
important link in the connection of neuro- and psychophys-
iological processes is the stress response system, which
mediates the formation of the pathology of eating behavior
and related somatic, psychosomatic, mental and behavio-
ral disorders [4]. The described physiological and psycho-
logical features that affect human eating behavior: the role
of craving for food, features of the cognitive sphere, psy-
chological boundaries of the personality, character traits,
provide grounds for using these parameters for practical
purposes when building programs for psychological sup-
port of patients with eating disorders [6]. It is shown, in
particular, that eating disorders are not an isolated group
of disorders with separate psychological characteristics;
they can affect the somatic features of the functioning
of the cardiovascular, digestive, nervous and other systems
of the body (V. Bekhterev, L. Levchenko, 1. Pavlov, D. Per-
Imutter, I. Sechenov, O. Ukhtomsky and others) [1]. Stud-
ying the relationship between the peculiarities of women's
eating behavior and their other psychological characteristics
will allow us to reveal the essential psychological patterns
and mechanisms of this aspect of human life. In turn, this
will make it possible to reveal a scientifically based way
of psychological assistance to persons with eating disor-
ders, which will contribute to the recovery of the Ukrainian
population both somatically and psychologically [5]. Eat-
ing behavior can be harmonious or deviant, which depends
on many parameters, in particular, on what place the eating
process occupies in the hierarchy of an individual's values
(T. Alekseeva, O. Batarshuk, N. Elias, etc.) [1]. On the one

hand, an increasing number of people suffer from excess
body weight and overeating, on the other hand — Impaired
perception of one’s own body, in particular dysmorphopho-
bia, often lead to numerous violations of the psychological
health of the individual. Therefore, special attention should
be paid to the analysis of the psychological features of ade-
quate balanced eating behavior of women in order to deter-
mine the means of prevention of complications and prob-
lems that can occur not only in youth, but also at all stages
of ontogenesis [5].

So, we can state that the problem of nutrition and food
behavior in the modern world is very relevant, especially
for women. At the same time, the high pace of life makes
it difficult to eat properly, and this leads to numerous psy-
chosomatic abnormalities, such as obesity, bulimia and ano-
rexia, which, in turn, cause psychological and social mal-
adjustment of many women. In psychology, a number
of facts and regularities have been established that deter-
mine a person's perception of his own body and the choice
of food behavior patterns. At the same time, questions such
as the peculiarities of the self-body image and the specific-
ity of self-regulation in eating disorders (anorexia nervosa
and bulimia nervosa) remain open. A real understanding
ofthe nature of eating behavior, its genesis and system-form-
ing components remains problematic.

Materials and methods. Women aged 20 to 50 were
included in the empirical ascertainment study. The sample
is randomized. The selection criterion for the study group
is the absence of chronic diseases and previously diag-
nosed eating disorders. The diagnostic unit of the search
research was implemented on the basis of the Laboratory
of Psychophysiological Research of the Bogdan Khmelnit-
sky Melitopol State Pedagogical University. The purpose
of the empirical study: to study the impact of subjective
assessment of stress on the eating behavior of women, as
well as the relationship between coping strategies and eating
behavior. Psychodiagnostic methods were used in our study:
the “Dutch Eating Behavior Questionnaire” (DEBQ) method
for assessing eating disorders, a test of attitudes towards eat-
ing, the Lazarus “Ways of Mastery Behavior” questionnaire,
and the author’s attitude to stress questionnaire [3]. Author's
questions related to the subjective assessment of women’s
stress were used for the goals and objectives of our research.
The questionnaire includes 4 multiple-choice questions
and 3 open questions. The first three questions are aimed
at the general attitude of women to stress. They related to
emotional and behavioral spheres, physiological manifesta-
tions, general understanding of stress and its consequences.
The fourth question is aimed at identifying the relation-
ship between eating behavior and stress, namely how
the eating behavior of women changes during a stressful
situation. Three open-ended questions were also proposed,
where respondents describe their feelings, actions, thoughts
and consequences on a specific example of their stressful
situation. Descriptive statistics (means and standard devi-
ations), construction of conjugation tables and comparison
of percentage distributions by chi-square Pearson, compar-
ison of mean values by Student’s t-test Correlation analysis
according to Spearman's test.
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The results. The average values and standard deviations
of indicators of eating disorders according to the DEBQ
(Dutch Eating Behavior Questionnaire) method are shown
in Fig. 1. The norms according to these scales are the fol-
lowing values: restrictive eating behavior — 2.4; emotional
eating behavior — 1.8; external eating behavior — 2.7.

Analyzing the results, we can say that all values on
the scales are above the norm. The highest values in
the group on the scale “emotionogenic eating behavior”
(2.46 against the norm of 1.8). That is, in the women who
took part in the study, under emotional stress, appetite
increases, and the stimulus for eating is not hunger, but
emotional discomfort (anxiety, irritation, resentment, etc.).
Food brings not only satiety to such people, but also comfort.
Also, in this sample, according to the conducted research,
eating behavior disorders of the “restrictive” type are also
observed (2.85 against the norm of 2.4). That is, women
suffer from excessive food self-restrictions and adhere to
strict diets. The “external eating behavior” scale also has
higher values compared to the norm (3.3 to 2.7). This sug-
gests that women are more inclined to eat not only with-
out internal stimuli, but also with external stimuli, such as
the smell of food, advertising of food products, a set table
where a person is eating, etc. In order to study the attitude
of women to stressful situations and analyze the impact
of stress on behavior, a survey was conducted. The ques-
tionnaire includes 4 multiple-choice questions and 2 open-
ended questions, where respondents describe their feel-
ings, actions, thoughts, and consequences of the influence
of stressful factors on a specific example of their stressful
situation. The first part of the survey was aimed at the gen-
eral understanding of stress. The first question made it pos-
sible to analyze the features of the emotional and behavioral
sphere, as well as the physiological manifestations of stress.
According to these results, we see that anxiety and fear are
the most common manifestation of emotions in a stressful
situation.

Analyzing the physiological manifestations of the influ-
ence of stressogenic factors, the respondents most often
noted an increase in heart rate, and in the behavioral sphere,
the following options took an approximately equal per-
centage: “I fall into a stupor”, “I lose the desire to work”,
“I feel inattentive”, “I make decisions faster”. Analyz-
ing the obtained result, we can say that women at this

stage of the study showed that they perceive stress in
a more negative way. For example, such scales as “inter-
est and curiosity” (26.9%) and “insight” (11.5%), “I feel
asurge of strength” (21 %), “I feel more motivated” (13.5%),
“I feel more attentive and concentrated” (19.2 %) was noted
by women significantly less.

The results of the second question. In this case,
the answers were divided into 2 categories: positive attitude
and negative attitude towards stress. The following results
were obtained: the scale “stress interferes with my usual
life” has the highest value (42.3 %), this scale relates to neg-
ative perception. The rest of the scale has approximately
the same results: “stress negatively affects my health”
(36.5%), “tress distracts me from solving the problem”
(38.5%), “stress is an opportunity for learning and devel-
opment” (30.8%), “stress helps to look at a problem from
different angles” (38.5%), “a stressful situation develops
resilience and tenacity in me” (40.4%). The third question
ofthe questionnaire reflects the analysis of the consequences
of the influence of stressogenic factors. Consequences are
also divided into two categories: positive and negative. In
this case, you can see that women try to see the positive
side of stress and in most cases choose positive changes.
The largest number of women evaluate the consequences
of stress for themselves in a positive way and choose
the following answer options: “I gained a new useful expe-
rience” (65.4%), “I feel proud that I was able to overcome
a stressful situation” (50%), “I am better began to under-
stand myself” (40.4%). Other options received the fol-
lowing percentage ratio: “I see how stress has negatively
affected my health” (23.1%), “I feel empty and exhausted”
(30.8%), “I realized the value of life” (36.5%).

Analysis of the results of open questions. The first
open question “Remember the most vivid stressful situa-
tion that happened to you in the last year. What feelings
did you feel at the same time?”. It concerned the issue
of emotions and feelings experienced by respondents under
stressful conditions. The answers were subjected to a quali-
tative analysis (Fig. 7), and on its basis, the most frequently
encountered categories were identified, namely: “anxi-
ety, excitement” (42.3%), “fear” (36.5%), “devastation,
decline of strength” (17.3%), “stupor” (15.4%), “anger,
hatred” (21.2%), “insult” (13.5%), “helplessness, despair,
uncertainty” (23.1%), “hope” (9.6%), “surge of strength,

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activity” (17.3%). Based on the obtained data, it can be
concluded that in a stressful situation, women from this
sample to a greater extent feel anxiety, excitement and fear.
It is suggested that stress on an emotional level is per-
ceived as negative, frightening, and causes anxiety. Some
women emphasized feelings like hope, a surge of strength,
and activity, which suggests that a stressful situation can be
seen from a more positive perspective.

In the process of diagnosis, respondents were asked two
other open questions, namely “What did you think about
yourself in connection with this situation?” and “How did
this stressful situation ultimately affect you?”. The answers
were subjected to a qualitative analysis, on the basis of which
a gradation was compiled, according to which it is possible
to conclude a positive, negative or neutral assessment. In
the process of analysis, it was found that half of the women
evaluated themselves negatively, the following answers to
this question are the most revealing: “I am the one respon-
sible for the situation that has arisen”, “I am hopeless, stu-
pid”, “I am an empty place”, “I am weak, sorry himself”.
However, only 26 % rated the situation as having a negative
impact on them. The majority of respondents (57.6%) said
that the stressful situation brought more positive things into
their lives, for example: “I gained new experience, became
more confident”, “I began to appreciate life, my family
more”, “this situation hardened me”, “I began to devote
more time to myself, to my self-development”. The neu-
tral rating was nearly identical. According to these results,
it can be concluded that women from this sample are more

inclined to blame themselves, to be dissatisfied with them-
selves and their behavior in a stressful situation, to attribute
negative qualities to themselves. At the same time, many
acknowledge the positive effects and consequences of stress
that have had an impact on their lives. An open-ended ques-
tionnaire was presented to the respondents: “Can you detect
any changes in eating behavior during a stressful situa-
tion? If so, select the appropriate approvals”. The survey
found that all women in this sample experienced changes in
their eating behavior when faced with a stressful situation.
According to the obtained data, it was found that the larg-
est number of women — 48.1%, participating in the study,
observe a desire to eat sweets more often than usual during
periods of stress. Likewise, 46.2 % noted a decrease in appe-
tite, while only 26.9% of respondents noticed an increase
in appetite. 28.8% of women report nausea or vomiting.
The same number of respondents (21.2%) feel the need to
constantly eat something during stress, eat indiscriminately
and overeat, and completely refuse food. Only 7.7% notice
a desire to eat unusual foods.

To determine coping mechanisms, ways to overcome
difficulties in various areas of mental activity, respond-
ents were offered the Lazarus “Ways of Mastery Behav-
ior” questionnaire. Average values and standard deviations
of indicators are shown in Fig. 9 (a, b).

The highest levels of tension were observed in coping
and planning to solve the problem (70,60) according to these
results. By analyzing the situation purposefully and plan-
ning actions with objective conditions, past experience,

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and available resources, this strategy aims to overcome
the problem. The constructive solution of difficulties can be
achieved through the adaptive approach to problem-solving.
The following in terms of values are the scales seeking social
support (66.54) and positive reappraisal (64.52). The first
example exhibits a characteristic orientation towards inter-
action with other people, with the expectation of attention,
advice, and sympathy. The second approach involves trying
to overcome negative experiences in a stressful situation by
reinterpreting them in a positive light and viewing them as
a catalyst for personal growth. The scales are designed to
help with constructive coping strategies. Non-constructive
coping strategies: confrontation, distancing have not very
pronounced levels, namely 52.48 and 53.13, respectively.
It is worth noting that the escape-avoidance strategy has
a value of 62.40, which indicates that women from this
sample tend to resort to denying the problem, fantasizing,
ignoring the problem, avoiding responsibility, etc. As part
of the correlation analysis, it was found that the indicator
with the maximum manifestation is the scale of the emo-
tional type of eating behavior (three positive and two neg-
ative correlations with a high degree of reliability of 0.01).
That is, the stronger the emotional type of eating behav-
ior is expressed in a woman, the more often she uses
the escape-avoidance strategy, more often overeats and feels
the desire to eat sweets more than usual. The emociogenic
scale and escape-avoidance strategy have a negative corre-
lation with reduced appetite during stress. The reappraisal
strategy and the emotogenic scale have a negative correla-
tion. The evidence indicates that women who tend to over-
eat when experiencing emotional stress use less positive
reconceptualization of a problematic situation, and instead
attempt to overcome difficulties through avoidance
responses. As a result of the conducted correlation analysis,
significant positive correlations of the following indicators
were found: the positive reappraisal strategy is negatively
correlated with the escape-avoidance strategy and negative
subjective self-evaluation, but at the same time, a positive
correlation with the self-control strategy was revealed.
Women who use positive reinterpretation of the situation
have a more rational approach to problematic and stressful
situations, as suggested by this. At the same time, they are
not inclined to take responsibility for this problem. Correla-
tion analysis showed the relationship of the restrictive type
of eating behavior with the results of the survey, regarding
the relationship to food and with the feeling of emptiness
and decline of strength as a consequence of stress. Women
with excessive food self-restraints are more likely to
develop eating disorders and feel depleted after stressful sit-
uations, as suggested by this. Additionally, there was a pos-
itive correlational relationship between stress and negative
subjective opinions about oneself and high values of one's
attitude towards food tests. That is, women who said that
the stressful situation ultimately had a negative impact on
their lives tend to blame themselves, be dissatisfied with
themselves and their behavior in a stressful situation, attrib-
ute negative qualities to themselves, and at the same time
have a higher tendency to eating disorders. It is also worth
noting that they had an attitude that stress would negatively

affect their health, and they were sure that stress would in
any case interfere with their usual life. Chronic diseases
or previously diagnosed eating disorders are not present
in all respondents who took part in the study. Restrictive,
emotional and/or external types of eating behavior prevail
in all of them, and there is no possibility of a serious dis-
order (anorexia, bulimia). In a stressful situation, women
from this sample to a greater extent feel anxiety, excitement
and fear, they are prone to a negative perception of stress,
most often they emphasized that a stressful situation inter-
feres with their usual life. Stress on an emotional level is
perceived as negative, frightening, and causes anxiety, as
suggested by this.

This sample shows that women are more inclined
to blame themselves, be unsatisfied with their behavior
in a stressful situation, and assign negative qualities to
themselves. Despite this, most acknowledge the positive
changes and consequences that stress has had on their lives.
During a stressful situation, all women in this sample noted
any changes in their eating behavior. The majority of peo-
ple observe a desire to indulge in sweets more often than
usual and a decrease in appetite during times of stress. The
stronger a woman's emotogenic type of eating behavior is
expressed, the more often she uses the escape-avoidance
strategy, more often she overeats and feels the desire to
eat sweets more than usual. A rational approach to prob-
lematic situations is achieved by women who use positive
reinterpretation of the situation. At the same time, they are
not inclined to take responsibility for this problem. Women
who have too much self-control over their eating habits are
more susceptible to eating disorders and are more likely to
feel devastated after a stressful situation. Women who per-
ceive a stressful situation negatively tend to blame them-
selves, be dissatisfied with themselves and their behavior
in a stressful situation, attribute negative qualities to them-
selves, and at the same time have a higher tendency to eat-
ing disorders. Harmonic eating behavior is a complex pro-
cess that involves developing appropriate attitudes, forms
of behavior, habits, and emotions related to food individu-
ally for each person. Due to the fact that personality traits
play an important role in the development of eating disor-
ders: high susceptibility to stress, susceptibility to anxiety
reactions, self-doubt and a number of others, prevention
should mainly be carried out in accordance with the follow-
ing goals and objectives:

— correction of the system of values, needs, their
hierarchy, bringing harassment into line with psychophysical
capabilities;

— the development of reflection aimed at differentiating
physiological sensations from emotional experiences, for
example, distinguishing hunger and anxiety;

— correction of inadequate lifestyle; expansion of ideas
about other opportunities for pleasure besides eating
(spiritual, intellectual, aesthetic) and their full development;

— correction of self-image, achievement of objective
self-esteem and self-confidence;

— work on awareness and verbalization
of emotions, development of symbolic thinking through
the use of emotional words and fantasies, analysis
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of various emotional situations, translation of conclusions
into the language of emotions;

— teaching effective behavior in times of stress,
awareness and getting rid of the stereotype “when I feel
bad, I have to eat”;

— the development of communication skills, the ability
to establish harmonious relationships with others, which
allow satisfying social needs for care, love, attention and, in
this connection, reduce the symbolic significance of food as
a compensating factor.

The use of psychotherapy practice is necessary for
deeper individual correctional work. Deep psychological
methods and methods focused on symptoms and behavior
modification are two types of psychotherapy used to correct
eating disorders.

Conclusions. Our study examined the eating hab-
its of the respondents, their subjective stress assessment,
and the relationship between eating habits, subjective
stress assessment, and coping strategies. All hypotheses
were confirmed based on the research. Women who per-
ceive a stressful situation negatively tend to blame them-

selves, be dissatisfied with themselves and their behav-
ior in a stressful situation, attribute negative qualities to
themselves, and at the same time have a higher tendency to
eating disorders. Likewise, the stronger the emotional type
of eating behavior is expressed in a woman, the more often
she uses the escape-avoidance strategy, more often she
overeats and feels the desire to eat sweets more than usual.
Women who use a positive interpretation of the situation
have a rational approach to problematic situations and are
not inclined to blame themselves for the problem. Nowa-
days, these questions are of great importance. The num-
ber of people suffering from eating disorders is on the rise,
as is the level of stress in today's world. The evidence for
stress's impact on nutrition is insufficient and limited to
animal studies. The impact of subjective stress assessment
on its consequences has yet to be fully explored. Stress
can have different effects on eating behavior in different
groups, and it can be argued that this is true. Additional
research can be focused on the mechanisms of stress, how
stress factors impact nutrition, and which groups are sus-
ceptible to stress.

Voitenko Elena. Factors of internal determination of professional well-being of the individual

Recently, the professional well-being of employees has become an urgent problem of organizations and an important topic of numerous
studies, which relates to the demands of managerial practice, as well as with the growing need for a full understanding of what exactly
contributes to the professional well-being of an individual. The purpose of this study is a theoretical analysis of the factors of internal
determination of the professional well-being of an individual. The specificity of the research goal determined the expediency of using
a complex of general scientific theoretical methods, in particular analysis, generalization, systematization, and comparison of scientific
data. The theoretical analysis made it possible to establish that within the framework of the motivational and value model of professional
well-being, important variables that deserve empirical verification of their connection with the level of well-being of employees in
the professional context are: authentic functioning of the individual as a tendency to rely on one's own personal experience and act
in accordance with true self; involvement as a special type of motivation, which is, on the one hand, the result of internal motivating
elements, such as needs, interests, value orientations, and on the other hand, it is the result of the influence of external environmental
factors; individual attitude to work, in particular workaholism, which can be a significant negative factor affecting well-being; internal
personal resources such as positive self-esteem, general self-efficacy, and locus of control. Positive self-esteem, increased belief in
the ability to control events in one's environment, as well as the tendency to associate the obtained results with one's own skills can
contribute to increased professional well-being. The factor of goal self-consistency, which ensures the realization of goals through
internal and value-congruent reasons and is obviously a condition for achieving professional well-being, is promising in the context
of planning future corrective work.

Voronova Olha, Barchii Mahdalyna. Certain aspects of person’s resilience research

The article analyzes the essence of the concept of resilience as the ability of the psyche to recover from adverse conditions.
Different approaches and views of the characteristics of this phenomenon are considered. In general of resilience as a characteristic
of personality and as a dynamic process, widely represented in the modern psychological literature, is analyzed. It is noted that
resilience as a dynamic process leads to adaptation in stressful / difficult situations, ensures the ability of a person or social system
to overcome life’s difficulties and build a full life in difficult conditions, is characterized by the ability to properly allocate and use
resources in difficult situations, which helps to maintain psychological well-being. The importance of resilience in the ability
and formation of post-traumatic stress growth of the individual is emphasized. It is indicated that the factors are resilience considered
to be the interaction of biological, psychological, social and cultural factors. The views of positive psychotherapy on the model
of resilience are reflected. The components of the model of personality resilience, which are a function of six components (PR6), are
revealed: vision, calmness, stubbornness, reasoning, cooperation, health. An analysis of an empirical study of personality resilience
among higher education students of different age groups is presented. According to the results of the study, it was found that in
both age groups of subjects the average level of resilience prevails, which is characterized by acceptance of the situation, focus
on potential solutions, taking responsibility for one's own life, activity, and regulation of emotions. The author has studied such
a resource of resilience as social support; in the hierarchy of types of social support, the first three positions are occupied by family,
loved ones, and education (development). The analysis emphasized the need for developmental and corrective work to harmonize
the resilience of higher education students.

Guba Natalya. Interpersonal trust: essence, types and functions

The article analyzes the phenomenon of interpersonal trust, its essence, types and functions. It is shown that trust in a person's
life contributes to stability and predictability in his social interaction, which contributes to a sense of unity, facilitates joint work
and cooperation between people. Interpersonal trust can arise through the alignment of various factors, such as personal interests,
beliefs, emotions, experience, as well as adaptability and level of intellectual development. It is noted that it is formed when a person has
confidence in the correspondence and adequacy of other people’s processes, phenomena and reactions to their values. Significant signs
of interpersonal trust are defined as: a positive and benevolent attitude between individuals, shared positive experience of interaction;
a sense of confidence in another person's values and trustworthiness, which is an important aspect of trust. Interpersonal trust is
considered as a dynamic characteristic of relationships between people. The components of interpersonal trust are distinguished.:
cognitive, conative and affective. The first component — cognitive — reflects a person’s knowledge about himself and the world, as
well as norms of behavior based on which a person makes a forecast of the possible consequences of the intended act. As a result
of comparing knowledge about the situation and evaluating of one's perspectives, the second component is formed - the conative
component, which covers the individual's choice of a certain strategy of behavior. The third component — affective — includees a person’s
assumption about the level of safety during interaction with another subject and an assessment of one s capabilities. It has been noted
that the more complex and expressive relationships between people are, the more likely they will trust each other, and the deeper their
communication will develop. Types of interpersonal trust are distinguished. strategic, generalized, moralistic, one-sided and mutual.
The functions of interpersonal trust are defined: ensuring joint activity (main), integrating, communicative, interactive, perceptive,
reducing, managerial, predictive, orienting, streamlining, stabilizing, psychological, personal, generalizing and background.

Yermakova Nataliia. Features of the manifestations of complicated communication among students

The article reveals the features of complicated communication. Its structure, factors, varieties (destructive, defective, deficient),
measurement indicators and levels are considered. Complicated communication is defined as communication characterized by a reduced
level of awareness of difficulties in communication, a decrease in attempts to find an independent way out of complications that have
arisen, and destructive changes in the behavior of partners. The results of the theoretical and empirical analysis of the problem are
presented.

The methods of diagnosis of the studied psychological phenomenon were standardized methods: “KOZ-2" by V. V. Sinyavskyi —
B. A. Fedoryshyn, “Diagnosis of anxiety” by Ch. Spielberger—Yu. L. Khanin; “Diagnostics of assessment of self-control in communication”
by M. Snyder, “Scale of emotional response” by A. Mehrabyan and N. Epshtein.

During the conducted empirical study of the dynamics of the level of complicated communication among students, we determined
the predominance of the average level of formation of communication skills, which indicates the presence of difficulties in communication.
Investigating empathy as an emotional component of complicated communication, we found that low levels of empathy and self-control
prevail in respondents with underdeveloped communication skills. Analyzing self-control in communication as a behavioral component
of the manifestation of complicated communication, we found a predominance of a low level of its manifestation in students with a low
and average level of communication skills. Among students with high and medium levels of communication difficulties, two-thirds
of respondents have a high level of personal anxiety.

The revealed trends indicate the need for differentiated psychocorrective work with students, aimed at reducing the manifestations
of complicated in communication. The development of effective psychocorrective strategies aimed at optimizing complicated
communication among students is a promising direction of work in this direction.

Zabarovska Svitlana. The essence of the concept and the main components of emotional competence of a
personality

The article deals with the issue of understanding the concept of “emotional competence of a personality” in modern psychology.
A review of the well-known concepts of emotional competence, in particular, foreign and Ukrainian researchers K. Saarni, D. Goleman,
V. V. Zarytska, V. M. Borisenko, O. O. Lazurenko, O. A. Leshenko, Y. M. Raevska, O. P. Soliakova and others, is carried out. The author
analyzes the difference between the concept of emotional competence and the concept of emotional intelligence, which is close in
meaning, and determines their relationship. It is noted that emotional competence is based on emotional intelligence, but is an acquired
formation that is formed under the influence of the socio-cultural environment. The author considers the ideas of scientists about
the basic components in the construct of emotional competence: reflection, self-regulation, regulation of relationships and empathy,
which form four functional blocks — behavioral, cognitive, intrapersonal and interpersonal.

The author's understanding of the concept of «emotional competencey is presented, which is based on the analysis of the more
general concept of «competencey. Emotional competence is proposed to be understood as an integral characteristic of a personality.
The key components of emotional competence are theoretically substantiated, such as knowledge, skills, experience, values and attitudes
related to the emotional sphere of a personality. The listed components are grouped into three blocks: cognitive (knowledge), activity
(skills and abilities) and personal (experience, attitudes, values). It is noted that the constituent components of emotional competence
can exist and be manifested in two directions: intrapsychologically (directed to oneself) and interpsychologically (directed to others).

The author emphasizes the importance of emotional competence in maintaining mental health and psychological well-being
of the individual.

Zarichanskyi Oleg. Psychological and legal aspects of corruption behavior

Corruption is presented as one of the most massive and dangerous modern phenomena, the difficulty of studying which lies in its
multidisciplinary nature; because corruption turns out to be a legal and economic problem only in its consequences, and in its origins it
is a purely psychological and universal problem. Criteria for the classification of corruption phenomena are proposed. state, commercial
and political corruption are distinguished by the subjects of corruption acts; by the frequency of corruption phenomena — episodic,
systemic corruption and kleptocracy, by types of corruption — bribery, obtaining illegal income, extortion, “kickbacks”; privatization
of state resources and funds, illegal appropriation; falsification, embezzlement; fraudulent misappropriation of money and property,
misuse of state funds, nepotism, favoritism (appointment of relatives and friends); promotion of personal interests, conspiracy (giving
preferences to individuals, conflict of interests); gifts to speed up problem solving; protection and intercession (“crushing”, perjury);
abuse of power (intimidation, etc.); regulatory manipulation (falsification of elections, decision-making in favor of one or another group
or person, etc.); electoral violations; extortion, clientelism and patronage etc. It is shown that corruption has pronounced psychological
components, as well as sociocultural roots. In particular, it is stated that self-interested motives in corrupt behaviour can intertwine
with game motives and begin to strongly determine each other. Such socio-cultural features of citizens’ attitude towards corruption as
tolerance (attitude towards corruption as a ubiquitous, ineradicable and inevitable “minimum level of evil”), indifference, inconsistency
and contradiction are revealed. Emphasis is placed on the socio-psychological features of culture, which create a favorable environment
for corruption.

Kazakov Stanislav, Hrytsai Dina. Determinants of the health-related intention-behaviour gap among military
personnel: an exploratory study

The publication highlights the findings of an exploratory qualitative study that aimed to identify potential determinants of the health-
related intention-behaviour gap among military personnel. The gap term refers to the challenges encountered in translating intentions
into actions to maintain or improve health. Given the military personnel sample, rehabilitation was selected as the primary health
behaviour under investigation. The study underscored the significance of adaptive perception of interventions for bridging the gap
and restoring the psychological functioning of the target group. The study analysed data from 24 semi-structured interviews conducted
with combatants undergoing rehabilitation at the Medical-Psychological Rehabilitation Department of the Kyiv Regional Center for
Mental Health. Interview transcripts regarding participants’ engagement in the rehabilitation program were subjected to keyword-
based content analysis and latent concept modelling through Latent Dirichlet Allocation (LDA) and t-Distributed Stochastic Neighbour
Embedding (t-SNE). The analysis identified key themes that may represent the extent of military personnel's involvement in rehabilitation:
experiences of existential insecurity, perceived mismatches between interventions and needs, and the perception of interventions as
either negatively impactful or ineffectual. Potential distal factors affecting the intention-behaviour gap in rehabilitation intentions
include the degree of institutional betrayal and the strength of social support networks, aligning with the primary reflective processes
of the Multi-Process Action Control (M-PAC) model. Perceived intervention outcomes, health literacy, and attitudes toward health, as
well as an agreement with staff, are suggested as proximal determinants of the intention-behaviour gap.

Karpenko Zinoviia. Axiometrics of dispositional antagonism existing in the structure of personality

The article models theoretically dispositional antagonism existing in the structure of personality from the view of the axiological
approach applied in personology and the principle of integral subjectivity. On the path of trait theory development within personality
psychology, the most generalized positive traits — dispositions have been revealed, which were firstly reflected in the “Big Five”
(neuroticism / emotional stability, extroversion / introversion, openness / closedness to experience, benevolence/friendliness,
consciousness / conscientiousness) and supplemented later by the factor “Honesty, modesty” in HEXACO. In the last two decades,
the “Dark Triad” existing as non-clinical forms of psychopathy, narcissism and Machiavellianism was verified; later it was supplemented
by non-clinical sadism creating the “Dark Tetrad”. The article proposes a hierarchical conceptual model revealing dispositional
antagonism existing between positive and negative predictors of behaviour at five levels of subjective personality representation: 1)
a relative subject or a psychosomatic individual — neuroticism vs primary psychopathy; 2) a mono-subject or a subject of individual
subject activity - extraversion vs narcissism, 3) a poly-subject or a social individual, personality in its narrow sense — benevolence vs
Machiavellianism; 4) a meta-subject or a creative individual — openness to experience vs. sadism; 5) an absolute subject or a complete,
universal person or personality in its broad sense — consciousness vs. secondary psychopathy, these predictors collectively mark
the biophilic and necrophilic value-motivational factors in a personality structure and the corresponding actions caused by them.
A large-scale empirical validity test for the proposed model is being planned to prevent and correct various behavioural deviations
at the levels of both individual and social phenomena.

Klibais Tetiana, Kraieva Oksana. Review of the state of research on psychoemotional disorders and post-traumatic
growth of refugees

The article is devoted to a modern review of the state of research on psychoemotional disorders. Particular attention is paid to
the coverage of modern research on post-traumatic growth of forced migrants. The goal was to provide a transparent vision of the state
of research on psycho-emotional disorders and to expand the scientific concept of post-traumatic growth. The following research methods
are used: theoretical — analysis, generalization, modeling. Due to the war significantly worsening psychological and somatic health
indicators, a third of the affected individuals may be at risk of developing PTSD. According to data, over fifieen million Ukrainians will
require psychological support, with approximately three to four million citizens eventually needing medication-based treatment. It has
been established that PTSD is a common reaction after a traumatic event, the characteristic symptoms of which are stressful memories
of the event, avoidance behavior, emotional numbing, and psychophysiological hyperarousal; sometimes refers to the psychopathology
of temporality. According to a theoretical generalization, about a third of refugees overcome the diagnostic threshold for PTSD,
depression, and anxiety. The negative impact of PTSD on body image, a significant deterioration of psychological and somatic health
indicators, associated with the factors of military operations, is shown, current daily stressors fully mediate the relationship between war
trauma and psychological distress. Instead, post-traumatic growth is seen as “a positive psychological change that occurs as a result
of dealing with extremely difficult life circumstances”, indicators of which can be: improved closeness in relationships, awareness of new
opportunities in life, a sense of increased personal power, positive spiritual changes and increased self-esteem life. Past traumatic
experiences and postmigration stressors are indirectly related to posttraumatic growth (PTSD).

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The modern system of training a future specialist requires the student to develop both creative potential and the disclosure
of individual personality qualities. The student is considered as a subject of initiation of personal activity, who is able to arbitrarily
regulate their own activity in order to achieve professional goals. In this context, initiative, creativity, responsibility, ability to self-
determination, self-actualization, and self-reflection are the leading personality characteristics that must be fostered. In the article,
the authors carried out a theoretical analysis of the content and structural organization of psychological self-regulation in the process
of future specialist formation. It has been substantiated that self-regulation is the management of one s psycho-emotional state, which is
achieved by influencing oneself with the help of words, imaginary images, as well as controlling muscle tone and breathing. The methods
of self-regulation of the emotional state, which contribute to the restoration of strength, normalize the emotional background,
and strengthen the mobilization of the body s resources have been characterized. Based on the analysis, recommendations have been
made for the formation of certain components of the psychological self-regulation of the individual in the process of the future specialist
development. It has been proven that the process of developing emotional and volitional self-control is based on three main points:
relaxation, visualization, and self-suggestion. The main goal is to learn to consciously create an optimal “internal atmosphere” within
oneself. Relaxation techniques help reduce muscle tension, slow breathing, and promote a calmer state of mind. Visualization involves
Sforming vivid mental images that can shape emotions and mindset. Self-suggestion uses positive affirmations and self-talk to reinforce
desired attitudes and behaviours. By mastering these self-regulation methods, students can better manage stress, improve focus, boost
confidence, and maintain motivation throughout their professional training.

Introduction. The problem of high-quality professional
training of the future specialist is quite relevant nowadays.
One of the main aspects of this problem is the formation
of professional competence. Here it should be emphasized
the need to develop important personal characteristics
related to the communicative, emotional and intellectual
spheres of a specialist’s personality. Among the specified
spheres of personality, the emotional sphere plays not
the least role in the process of professional activity. After
all, such features of the emotional sphere as emotional sta-
bility, confidence, a high level of self-control, frustration
tolerance, empathy, and others significantly affect work
efficiency.

Self-regulation is an essential feature of a person’s
existence in society. However, its effective development
depends on various external and internal factors. The prob-
lem with self-regulation is especially acute among young
people, namely students. Problems with self-regulation in
students can arise for many reasons. Due to the fact that
many students do not know how to regulate their own men-
tal processes and behavior, many students turn out to be
socially maladapted, unable to adapt to new conditions in
the learning process, which causes mental and emotional
breakdowns. In the modern educational process, students
need to create such conditions for their educational activ-
ities, which would contribute to the comfortable learning
of each student and contribute to successful employment.

So, the problem of high-quality professional training is
quite relevant nowadays. It focuses attention on the need
to form professionally important personal traits in students
- future specialists. In particular, one of the main tasks in
the process of training specialists should be the forma-
tion of students’ skills of self-control, emotional stability
and personal self-organization, which are very important in
future professional activities.

The purpose of the article is theoretical substantiation
of the problem of self-regulation of the future specialist
emotional state as one of the conditions for his/her success-
ful professional activity.

Materials and methods. A theoretical analysis and dis-
cussion of the problem of self-regulation of future specialist
emotional state as a condition for the formation of his suc-
cessful activity.

Discussion. The phenomenon of “self-regulation” has
become the subject of close attention of many researchers.
In particular, I.Halian, using the example of sensorimotor
activity, singled out the individual typological features
of the regulatory processes of planning (setting a goal),
modeling achievement situations, programming actions,
evaluating results and correction, that is, processes that
implement the main components of the system of self-reg-
ulation of activity and activity of an individual. The author
considers conscious self-regulation as a system-organized
process of a person’s internal mental activity regarding

the initiation, construction, management, and support
of various types and forms of voluntary activity, goals
directly accepted by a person [5].

A significant contribution to the development
of the problem of self-regulation of individual behavior was
made by M. Boryshevsky, who considered that self-regula-
tion mechanisms can be based on the following structural
components: self-esteem is the result of mental operations,
in which an emotional component as subjective expe-
riences; their main function is the correction of accepted
goals and tasks; social-psychological expectation, which
acts as an intermediary between the self-awareness
of the individual and own social environment in the process
of self-regulation of behavior; the image of “I” — as a result
of self-knowledge; as the main the purpose of an individu-
al’s life activity; as a psychological formation that provides
the main function of self-regulation — the function of goal
setting; as a generalized, global mechanism of self-regula-
tion at the personal level [4].

Emotions are a specific form of human interaction
with the environment, aimed at learning and transforming
the world, as well as oneself in this world. At the phenome-
nological level, emotion appears as an experience of some-
thing that has immediate significance for the subject. Lead-
ing specialists (I. Beh, O. Zaporozhets, A. Kosheleva, Ya.
Neverovych) point out that knowledge and ideas about
norms of behavior, supplemented by an emotional attitude
towards them, turn into beliefs and become “internal moti-
vations” for activity and behavior [3].

Emotional empathy plays the role of a basic condition
of personal growth. Empathy creates favorable conditions
for the disclosure and development of a person, makes him/
her open to changes as a form of showing respect and rec-
ognition. Thanks to this, the reality of the dialogue is not
only recognized, but also experienced by a whole person as
a vital, meaningful event, as complicity with other people.

In the scientific literature, such concepts as self-regula-
tion of the emotional state and emotional self-regulation are
used in parallel. These concepts are identical, so in our work
we will meet both one concept and another. There is a sig-
nificant number of scientific works dedicated to the study
of self-regulation of the emotional state and its manifesta-
tions in professional activity. This problem was considered
in studies, the authors of which are: O.Chebykin, L. Dyka,
B. Dodonov, M.Hryntsiv, I. Galyan, V. Zarytska, O. Prok-
horov, V. Maryshchuk and others.

The subject of behavior self-regulation is relatively
new in psychology. Its origins date back to the second half
of the 80s and the beginning of the 90s of the 20th century.
The actual term “regulation” was proposed by the French
psychologist-researcher P.Jeanet, emphasizing that the abil-
ity to self-regulate is one of the most important indicators
of personality development, which is a kind of system
of internal norms and rules of behavior that turn an individ-
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ual into an active subject of activity. An important contribu-
tion to the study of the problems of regulation and self-regu-
lation of behavior is made by the works of foreign scientists
who studied motivational attitudes: life goals, locus of con-
trol, striving for success, cognitive dissonance. Self-regula-
tion is one of the key categories of psychology [1].

In order to understand the concept of “self-regula-
tion”, let’s turn to the analysis of the views of domestic
and foreign scientists. A. Bandura considers self-regulation
in the context of social learning theory and social cognitive
theory. According to the scientist, behavior is determined
not only by environmental factors, but also by the individ-
ual himself: “People are able to control their behavior using
a process known as self-regulation” [2].

Self-regulation is also considered as a psychological
mechanism for organizing behavior, activity and cognitive
processes. Self-regulation is a property necessary for pro-
fessional development, which is a complex multi-compo-
nent process subordinate to the goal and task of activity,
regulated by certain mechanisms and carried out by a per-
son as a subject of activity. In accordance with the con-
text of the etymology of the concept of self-regulation
and the views of researchers, various types of this process
are considered: volitional, emotional, intellectual, moral,
motivational, personal, sensorimotor, stylistic, value-mean-
ing self-regulation [6].

It was singled out three stages of formation of person-
ality self-regulation: basal emotional, volitional, mean-
ingful and valuable. The author believes that the process
of self-regulation involves the restructuring of seman-
tic formations. The latter, being aware, are generated in
the process of semantic binding, when “an internal connec-
tion with the value sphere of the individual is established
and the neutral to this content is transformed into an emo-
tionally charged meaning. The result of this work will be
the emergence of new intentions and the harmonization
of the inner world of the individual”. Such meaningful,
valuable self-regulation is the highest level of development
of personal self-regulation and can be carried out only by
a complete and integrated personality [6].

The emotional component of professional stability
of the future specialist is manifested in the emotional sphere
of personality, caused by experiences that reflect his/her
needs and activate or inhibit activity. Emotional tension in
any activity is characterized by experiencing negative emo-
tions, excessive excitement, exhaustion of the nervous sys-
tem. This leads to psychological stress, prevents a person
from changing the level of emotional arousal, and objec-
tively evaluating the conditions for further professional
activity.

The absence of emotional tension should be combined
with the specialist’s ability to create an arbitrarily-neces-
sary mood, to make the most of their potential. This will
be manifested in a person’s preservation of an optimistic
mood, the absence of fear, depression in non-standard situ-
ations, the ability to restrain one’s emotions in difficult situ-
ations, which in turn is associated with the ability to quickly
make the right decision. It is very important to learn how to
reduce decision-making time. Decision-making is primar-

ily manifested in managing one’s inner world, that is, in
self-regulation. It is impossible to influence others without
knowing how to control yourself.

Emotional self-regulation consists in a system of men-
tal actions aimed either at the activation of emotional pro-
cesses, or at inhibition, stabilization. The objects of emo-
tional self-regulation of the future specialist are: emotional
reactions (anger, irritation, indignation, fear); mood
(depression, apathy, depressed mood, upset). The most
common property of all objects of emotional self-regula-
tion of the individual is negative experiences and the asso-
ciated feeling of mental discomfort, which interferes with
normal professional activity. Therefore, mental actions for
self-regulation should be aimed at the elimination of these
emotional experiences, at the formation of mental com-
fort, emotional stability. Techniques of self-regulation
of the emotional state are designed to help a person manage
his mood, influence it.

Self-regulation is conditionally divided into physical
and mental (emotional). Physical self-regulation begins
with awareness of one’s own physical body, its condition,
the nature of the work of organs and muscles. Any act
of activity includes muscle actions. Therefore, each psy-
cho-emotional state reflects on the neuromuscular system
and leads to its change. Stress, fatigue - the result of long-
term tension of certain muscles, constant readiness to work
or repel aggression. Therefore, the antidote to stress, anxi-
ety, and fatigue is conscious muscle relaxation. Having real-
ized the place of tension, one should successively straighten
and imagine heavy and warm hands, palms, fingers, legs,
back, shoulders, etc.

To rest means to relax, even a small break is enough
for this. Emotional state is the same professional problem
as preparedness. Self-regulation manifests itself not only in
the ability to relieve tension, but also to create a feeling
of restrained strength, self-confidence, energy, and activ-
ity. Psychological self-regulation consists in managing
one’s experiences, feelings, ideas, attention, etc. It includes
the ability to change the emotional state, restrain anger,
irritation, resentment; induce calmness, working mood;
demonstrate confidence, benevolence, optimism. This is
possible with the help of physical actions, full concentra-
tion, imaginative self-suggestion, rational introspection
and other methods of self-regulation.

The first way to influence emotions is to change facial
expressions, muscle tension, and movements. Emotional
self-regulation is not suppressing negative images, but
changing them to ones that stimulate useful deeds. In our
opinion, the most effective mastering of the skills and abil-
ities of emotional self-regulation of students’ activities is
implemented through: development of pedagogical tech-
niques; psychological training on creating a success situa-
tion; autogenic training.

Pedagogical technique is the possession
of a psychophysical apparatus. This is a system
of a significant number of skills that allow a person to
use his body as a tool of influence through voice, facial
expressions, and vocabulary. We highlight two topics in this
section: voice and facial expressions.
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Releasing your breath is one of the ways to help you get
rid of your problems and relax at the same time. Forget all
the troubles, just allow yourself to do it. You can come back
to them whenever you want, but there’s no harm in giving
yourself a break. Breathe slowly, calmly and deeply for
three minutes, you can even close your eyes if you prefer. If
you want, count to five while breathing in and seven while
breathing out. Imagine that when you enjoy this deep,
leisurely breath, all your troubles and anxiety evaporate.

Repetition of short, simple statements allows person
to cope with emotional tension, relieves anxiety. Here are
some examples: I feel better now; I can relax completely
and then pull myself together quickly; I can control my
inner feelings; I can handle the tension any time I want;
life is too short to waste it on all kinds of anxiety; whatever
happens, I will try to do everything that depends on me to
avoid stress; inside I feel that everything will be fine. The
person can make up own statements. The main thing is to
repeat them several times a day (out loud or write them
down).

If the person doesn’t know how to approach solving
a problem, he/she can do the following: write down
all thoughts related to the problem. It should be a list
of positive actions, that is, what should be done to solve it,
or what should not be done. Next step is to choose the 2—-3
most effective of them, in own opinion. It is important to
try to adapt to the situation, convincing own self to accept
everything as it is. It’s worth to start with the most pressing
problem and ask for advice from someone who is able to
assess the situation objectively.

The following method helps to calm the confusion.
Confusion is a multitude of problems plus the desire to
solve each of them at this very moment. It also leads to
tension. This method is effective both at work and when
performing daily household chores.

When a person feels that he is becoming inattentive,
that something is confusing, he should look at the clock
and try to fully concentrate on what the person is doing
in the next 10 minutes. You should not allow yourself to
be distracted or evade the main business. It is necessary
to focus on the upcoming activity, regardless of what it is
(studying, cleaning the house, talking). After concentrating
on something for 10 minutes, most likely, a person will feel
calm, and after practicing, he will be able to achieve a good
result in 2-3 minutes.

The second step in implementing the condition
of mastering the skills and abilities of emotional self-
regulation of students’ activities is psychological training
on creating a situation of success. The situation of success
is the living of the subject of his personal achievements in
the context of the history of his personal life. It is always
subjective, the result of efforts is evaluated only when
compared with the results of yesterday’s efforts, from
the perspective of tomorrow’s prospects of the individual.
The second way — full concentration on the process of any
activity, and not on the results, external objects or one’s own
emotions, improves its quality, improves memory, thinking.

People who suffer from excessive stress at work can
use the following methods. You should develop a system

of priorities in your work. Work should be evaluated as
follows: done today; to do this week; do when there is time.
It is necessary to learn to say “no” when the limit is reached,
after which a person can no longer take on more work.
Effective and reliable relations with the manager should
be established. Improve relations with team members,
formal and informal groups. Don’t complain, think about
your every step. Skillfully organize your vacation. Study
the relevant literature and apply the acquired knowledge in
practice.

The third way of self-regulation is controlling one’s
imagination, imaginative self-suggestion. Controlling
the images we imagine, we influence our thoughts, mood,
desires, and needs. To control the imagination means not
to fight with the images that arise, but to observe them as
if from the side, emotionally separated from the situation
we imagine, analyzing their causes, functions, mechanisms.
Mental programming (reflection) of stressful situations
against the background of relaxation (relaxation) allows you
to manage yourself. Self-control is possible only through
understanding, forecasting, imagining the consequences
of one’s actions.

Autogenic training is an independent training system that
combines individual aspects of several psychoregulatory
techniques. In autogenic training, a high involvement
of attention is produced for the conscious direction
of influence on the regulation of neuropsychological
processes. In the process of autogenic training, a state
of relaxation occurs, i.e. passive concentration on specific
sensations, which is accompanied by a feeling of deep peace,
relief of tension and excitement. In this state, it is very good
to implement forms of self-suggestion aimed at regulating
various states and physical functions of the body.

The main provisions of the AT technique can be
marked as follows: the ability to deeply and quickly induce
complete relaxation of the muscles of the body, inducing
a feeling of warmth in the extremities with the help
of arbitrary influence on the tone of peripheral vessels;
arbitrary regulation of the rhythm of cardiac activity;
influence on the depth and rhythm of breathing; the ability
to cause a feeling of warmth in the abdomen, coolness in
the forehead.

AT 1is based on self-suggestion. As practice shows,
especially vivid ideas can be evoked in a state of relaxation.
In this regard, the most favorable time for self-suggestion,
natural autohypnosis is the moment after a night’s sleep
and before falling asleep. If you think about it a little,
the saying “got off on the wrong foot” becomes clear. To
begin with, try to imagine something very good when
person wake up - mood will be at a higher level than usual
all day. In addition to morning and evening hours, blood
pressure can be performed up to two to three times a day,
depending on the rhythm and routine of person’s life. To
achieve the maximum effect, person need to exercise every
day, regardless of how he/she feels.

Mental relaxation should be learned naturally in
a relaxed position. It is most convenient to practice lying
on back, with arms slightly bent at the elbows, palms
down along the body, and feet spread 20-30 centimeters
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apart. The second position is sitting in a soft chair with
a headrest and armrests on which to rest relaxed hands.
However, such conditions are not always at your disposal,
and the so-called “coach pose” can be considered
the most accessible for classes in any situation. To take
it, it is needed to sit on a chair straight, straighten back,
and then relax all skeletal muscles. The head is lowered
on the chest, the eyes are closed, the legs are slightly apart
and bent at an obtuse angle, the hands lie on the knees
without touching each other, the elbows are slightly
rounded — in short, the typical posture of a charioteer
dozing in anticipation.

Mastering AT can prevent immersion in a passive,
uncontrolled state of dozing and sleep. To drive away
excessive sleepiness, 3—4 deep breaths in and out should
taken and eyes should be closed tightly 3-4 times without
lifting eyelids. At the same time, the person needs to
convince own self that drowsiness passes, a feeling of peace
and relaxation sets in, and continue training.

Results. By developing the ability to regulate one’s
emotions, we work on the formation of such signs
of professional stability, such as: the absence of emotional
tension, fear of various situations in professional activity,
the ability to regulate one’s emotional state, self-confidence
as a professional, the ability to make the right decisions in
non-standard situations. The analysis of theoretical sources
allowed us to assume that self-regulation of the emotional
state of the individual is an important component
of the activity of the future specialist. We substantiated
that self-regulation of an individual is a conscious
and organized influence on one’s own behavioral activity. It
constitutes a complete system of mental means, individual
characteristics, with the help of which a person, as a subject
of professional activity, is able to manage his purposeful
activity. We see the prospects for further research in
development of practical recommendations in the process
of professional training and practice of psycho-emotional
self-regulation skills.

Krapyva Mariia, Lytvynenko Olena. Connection of coping behavior with addiction as a non-constructive form of
reaction to stress

In the conditions of the changing present, the study of strategies of overcoming behavior, which determines the main mechanisms
of the subject's interaction with stressful situations, as well as the level of adaptation capabilities of the individual, becomes relevant. In
the event that you lack the skills to cope with stress or choose a non-constructive response strategy to stress, the subject may find himselfin
a crisis situation that will stimulate negative emotional states and disrupt his harmonious development. The fast pace of life, information
overload, constant changes and demands for growth, uncertainty of the future are factors that destroy the state of psychological balance
and can lead to the emergence of negative emotional states and internal tension. Constant psycho-emotional overstrain should stimulate
the choice of maladaptive forms of coping with stress, from which faith can be acquired. Psychological studies of addictive behavior
and relations to the category of psychological theory and practice are, in our opinion, an open question in modern scientific psychology.
In general, research on addictive behavior covers chemical dependence and Internet addiction. Protest, the concept of independence in
psychological science should find a broader meaning, namely the persistent need of a person for something, which arises with the given
satisfaction or adaptation. The method of this study is a well-founded theoretical and methodological analysis of the features of coping
behavior, which includes all coping strategies and protective mechanisms of the psyche, as well as the psychological phenomenon
of dependent behavior, which can be a non-constructive form of overcoming difficult life situations, as well as an empirical study
of the relationship between strategies of coping behavior and the thirteenth age of addictions in persons who are representatives
of different age categories, including respondents of adolescence, youth and early adulthood.

Key words: coping behavior, defense mechanisms, addiction, stress, adaptation.

Kuzikova Svitlana, Pukhno Svitlana. Learning motivation peculiarities of pedagogical specialties students of a
higher education institution

The article presents theoretical and empirical analysis of learning motivation peculiarities of pedagogical specialties students
of a higher education institution. The analyzed psychological phenomena are learning motivation, external and internal learning
motivation, motivation to achieve success, the consequences of a certain learning motivation dominance for the process of social
and psychological adaptation of students, which is a factor in the academic success of a higher education student, his social activity,
psycho-emotional stability, satisfaction with professional training and communications in the new social system, personal development.
It is noted that in the current conditions of military operations on the territory of Ukraine, the focus of attention of both teachers
and s higher education has shifted, namely, from academic achievements to support and normalization of the psycho-emotional state.
It is presented that the motivation peculiarities of higher education institution students affect the education quality and the formation
of future specialists’personal characteristics. The results of an empirical study of the peculiarities of learning motivation and motivation
to achieve success of higher education institution students — future teachers — are presented. Factors contributing to the development
of higher education students’ motivation to study at various stages have been identified: students’ awareness of near and distant learning
goals, provision of scientific and methodical material for distance education; introduction of innovative teaching methods, organization
and implementation of individual, consultative work; favorable psychological atmosphere of interaction, entry into professional activity.
It is presented that among the tasks of higher education institutions today is the formation of students’ self-organization skills, a sense
of self-efficacy, confidence in their own intellectual capabilities, as an achievement of the orientation of representatives of the teaching
staff and the institution’s administration to such interaction and cooperation with the student, which contributes to the creation
of a success situation in the educational process.

Kuzikova Svitlana. Peculiarities of training psychologists to work with grief and loss

Given the universal nature of grief, all psychologists should possess skills in grief and loss counseling. However, research suggests
that students are currently not adequately trained to counsel clients in grief. The prevalence of chronic varies among different populations,
but is typically about 9.8% of bereaved individuals. However, the prevalence may be higher among certain groups, such as those who
have experienced a traumatic or sudden bereavement. Under the conditions of war, the relevance of the analysis of the concept of acute
grief and traumatic stress is increasing. The theoretical foundation of our research is a dual-process model of coping with loss that
combines cognitive stress theory and traditional grief theories. It was first developed in the context of the loss of a spouse, and then began
to be applied to other types of loss and trauma in general. After analyzing a number of educational programs for psychology students,
we found that in most of them work with grief and loss is usually included in different, often unrelated and inconsistent special courses
and trainings. As a result, psychologists, graduates of institutions of higher education can practice without a proper basic understanding
of grief counseling. Implementing grief counseling education will inform graduate students for their future practice through exposure
to advanced research and best practices, while ensuring client safety and ethical working with them. Three principles are most effective
in psychological help for people experiencing grief: low directiveness, person-centeredness, and reliance on the client's personal
experience, and these are the skills that students should master during their studies at an institution of higher education. Psychologists,
as advocates of social justice, must be able to recognize when clients are experiencing grief and loss, and support them appropriately
throughout the grief process using appropriate models and techniques of psychological care.

Danylova Anastasiia, Ochnieva Maryna. Probability of social phobia as a result of social isolation

The article considers the relevance of the problem of social isolation among Ukrainian youth in the conditions of the coronavirus
disease 19 (COVID-19) pandemic and the full-scale invasion of the aggressor country on the territory of Ukraine. Associated problems
related to distance learning, the formation and further development of personality among young men and women, social interaction
with others and the crisis of youth are highlighted. The key needs and importance of communication with peers during youth are
considered. The concept of social anxiety (social phobia) and factors that can influence its development are revealed and theoretically
substantiated. The relevance of the problem of social anxiety in the modern world and among young people in general is noted.
The importance of communication and interaction with others in the conditions of live communication and through the use of various
social-interactive technologies, which includes the exchange of messages using appropriate applications or social pages, is considered.
The relationship between social isolation and the appearance, development and/or intensification of symptoms characteristic of social
anxiety is presented. A study of the level of social phobia and the psychological state of Ukrainian youth in conditions of social isolation
was conducted, taking into account the gender aspect, using the psychological toolkit presented in the article, which consisted of four
methods and the author's questionnaire. A study of the influence of social isolation on the manifestations of social phobia was conducted.
The highlighted results indicate that the subjects are dissatisfied with their current level of communication with loved ones, which is
accompanied by feelings of loneliness, apathy, depression and anxiety. A study of social phobia among respondents showed that most
respondents have a normal level of social anxiety in situations that require interaction with others.

Lukomska Svitlana. Teenagers military identity formation of using digital games

The influence of games and game culture on the psychological well-being and behavior of children and adolescents was a source
of concern and interest in the early stages of the development of modern digital games in the late 1970s, and the study of their negative
and positive effects remains relevant today. Digital games are now a ubiquitous part of life, so they have been explored for entertainment
as an important part of personal development and social functioning, particularly in environments of high uncertainty, threat to life
and psychological well-being, such as during the COVID-19 pandemic and the current Russian-Ukrainian war. It has been proven that
the negative influence of digital games on the behavior of children and adolescents is constantly emphasized. However, many aspects
of games go beyond the dichotomy of unquestionably useful or harmful, light or dark, but there is still the essence of games, which
is especially evident in the formation of military identity - harmful in peacetime and necessary — in wartime, when every Ukrainian
undergoes a transformation. civilian identity to military identity and the associated moral identity, formed in the context of overcoming
moral trauma, as an integral component of military involvement. Military identity has been shown to be a social identity that is formed
and integrated into self-esteem when civilian identity becomes less salient due to military inculturation. Continuity of military identity
plays a key role in maintaining psychological well-being in the context of life transitions. This is because continuity is an important basis
for maintaining stability, a sense of life and connections with other groups of members (for example, family, professional or community),
so digital games turn an important role into this process, using as a means for entertainment and acquisition skills, most for effective
adaptation to life in war conditions.

Moskalenko Olga. Psychotraumatic situation: types, signs, features of the experience

Competent psychological assistance to a person who has experienced a psycho-traumatic situation is currently an important task
of specialists in the field of psychology. This article describes the peculiarities of psycho-traumatic, traumatic situations, through
the selection of signs and leading characteristics. Traumatic events are military operations, disasters of various origins, acts of terrorism,
presence at the violent death of another person, presence at suicide, sexual violence and other. Choosing the right psychological help
depends on the scale of the event, its expectedness or unexpectedness, the speed of spread and the duration of the emergency. Individual
psychological characteristics of a person influence the peculiarities of his experience of a psychotraumatic situation.

A traumatic situation triggers the process of psychological traumatization, which is accompanied by the collapse or transformation
of the value hierarchy of the individual, the internal or lack of meaning and the whole life, the impossibility of implementing plans.

Reactions to a traumatic event can be different. The reaction is manifested as emotional tension of various degrees, stress, acute
stress reaction and post-traumatic stress disorder. People can behave helpless, confused, anxious, apathetic, in the field of motor activity,
a state of stupor or excessive chaotic motor activity may be observed, in the behavior field — passive submission or confrontation
and struggle. The protocols for the provision of psychological first aid define joint, universal recommendations for the provision
of psychological aid, including: contact with the victim and involvement, his safety and comfort, stabilization of the condition, collection
of information, practical assistance, provision of information on methods and strategies for overcoming acute stress, interaction with
related services and referrals.

There are different approaches that describe the stages of experiencing psychotraumatic events. They have features of the course,
characteristic emotional experiences and features of behavior.

Moskalets Viktor, Fedyk Oksana. Psychological Resilience of students in the conditions of muscovy’s criminal
war against Ukraine

The article is devoted to the study of the impact of the criminal war of Muscovy against Ukraine on the psychological resilience
of Ukrainian students and its support and strengthening. The article aims to: analyze the current state of research on this issue; identify
the factors of influence of this war on the psychological stability of our students; present effective conceptual approaches, methods,
means of supporting and strengthening the psychological stability of Ukrainian students in the context of this war.

The article contains an analysis of: domestic and foreign scientific reports on the results of research on resilience (psychological
stability) in war conditions, trauma to the psyche of Ukrainian students by the criminal war of Muscovy against Ukraine; conditions, factors,
resources for supporting and strengthening the psychological stability of Ukrainian students in the conditions of this war, in particular,
social, value-semantic, spiritual-psychological, informational, psychological support, psychological competence, self-regulation.

The article analyzes the factors influencing the psychological resilience of students and provides recommendations for maintaining
their mental health and preserving psychological stability in the context of military operations. The strategies for promoting
the development of students' psychological resilience during the war are analyzed and recommendations for providing psychological
support in the social environment are offered.

Based on the analysis of the current challenges of war, attention is focused on the need to develop and implement effective psychological
programs and approaches to support students' psychological resilience in war. It is on this aspect of the war waged against us by
the Muscovites that we focus both in individual and group psycho-prophylactic work to support and strengthen the resilience of our students.
